Article 22 of this Law states that all statistical
data and records collected, recorded and
processed in state bodies at all levels, public
services and institutions, state and private
companies and other entities must be gender
disaggregated.

Most ofthe data presented in this publication are
the results of surveys conducted by the Agency
for Statistics of BiH and existing statistical
documentations. A minor part of the data has
been taken from other state institutions, the
names of which are given below tables and
charts.

All comments and suggestions, aimed at better
quality of the future editions, are most welcome.

Gender equity means equal rights,
responsibilities and opportunities for women
and men. Equity does not promote identicalness
of women and men, but respects their right to
difference.

Gender equality means equal visibility,
qualification and participation in all aspects of
public and private life. Gender equality is an
opposition to inequality between genders not to
differences between them.

Gender disaggregated data presents
collection and disaggregation of statistical data
by sex which provides data for socio-economic
analysis by different areas.

Thedataonthe population census relate to the
resident population in the territory of Bosnia and
Herzegovina. Permanent residents are persons
who are usual residents of one place that is those
having permanent residence disregarding if they
were at the census moment present or temporary
absentwithin the country orabroad.

A household is any family or other community
of people residing and living together and share
their income to cover the basic costs of living. A
household is also considered every person who
lives alone (one-person household) or with other
persons, butdoes not shareincome with them.

Household Budget Survey in Bosnia and Herzegovina - HBS is a regular survey conducted by the Agency for
Statistics of BiH. The main purpose of the survey is to collect data on the structures and levels of consumption
expenditure by main social,economic andterritorial characteristics of households.

The Household Budget Survey in BiH was conducted in 2004, 2007 and 2011, but the last one is still in progress,
sothedatearenotavailable yet.

In 2007, HBS covered 9.274 households. The number of total population of Bosnia and Herzegovina in 2007,
based on a direct estimate of the Household Budget Survey is 3.447.156, of this 1.762.908 (51,1%) women and
1.684.248 (48,9%) men.

Minor social protection beneficiaries are divided in the following groups: minor beneficiaries disadvantaged
by family situation, physically and mentally handicapped minors, minors with behavioural and personality
disorders, mentally ill persons and minor beneficiaries in need of different social and protective services.
In 2010, 6% more male than female minors were registered in centres of social welfare.

Adult social protection beneficiaries are divided in the following groups: beneficiaries of subventions (for
rents, heating, funeral), physically and mentally disabled and persons not having a sufficient income to
support themselves.

In 2010, about 6% more female adults then male adults were registered in centres of social welfare.
