Sources and methods of data collection

The data on population and households have been collected
by Census every ten years and by unified methodology on
all areas of B&H.

Definitions

The data of the population census relate to the resident
population in B&H territories. Permanent residents
are considered all those who are usual residents of one
place, that is, those having permanent residence there,
irrespective of their presence or temporary absence at the
census moment, and also in the case when he/she was
absent from the place due to any reason: travel, education
or field work, temporary at the Census date work abroad,
medical treatment etc. These persons were counted in
places where they have permanent residence.

A household is any family or other community of people
residing and living together who share theirincome to cover
the basic costs of living. A household is also considered
every person who lives alone or with other persons but does
not share income with them. In the Population Census for
1961 and 1971 as a resident population enumerated every
person where he/she happened to be at the Census data,
while in 1981 and 1991 Census these persons enumerated
as a resident population in the places where their families
live.

The data on ethnic groups are the result of freely expressed
ethnicity of population over 10 or over 15 years of age,
respectively parents (guardians) in the case of children
under 10 or under 15 years of age in the 1971, 1981, 1991
census.

Moslems are grouped under different groups in the
Censuses preceding 1981 Census. Persons who stated they
are Moslems were grouped in the ,Yugoslavs-unstated”
together with the other persons Yugoslav’s origin stated
they are Yugoslavs in the 1953 Census. They are grouped
as ,Moslems in the ethnic affiliation sense” in the 1961
Census, and as ,,Moslems in the sense of ethnicity” in the
1971 Census.

Data by age are expressed by completed years of age.
Each age group includes persons who turned the years put
as the limits of one interval. For example, the age group
of 10-14 years includes all persons who have reached 10
years and more, but have not yet turned 15.

Literacy Data on literacy of population relate to population
aged 10 years and over. A person was considered literate
if, according to own statement, able to read and write an
ordinary text regardless of the language. All other persons
including also those who only could read, were considered
as illiterate.

Educational attainment (school completed) is considered
the highest level of completed education, u.e. a regular
school that a person completed or an equivalent substitute
school, passing of exams in a regular school or completing
a course of abridged education, by which, according to
valid regulations, a respective school level recognized.

Population is divided into economically active, persons with
income of their own and dependants. Under economically active
population are shown all employment persons. Also active are
shown persons who 0o not practice their occupation, because
they are temporarily unemployed, than persons who were
economically active, and are currently doing military service or
are imprisoned and finally, persons seeking work for the first
time. The group ,persons with income of their own” covers
those persons who do not have an active occupation, but live on
income accruing from their farmer work or activity(pensioners,
disabled men) or from work respectively activity of member
of their nucleus family. Here are also included the persons
receiving social aid or deriving income from private property.
“Dependants” are the persons who do not have own income but
are supported by parents, relatives or other persons. This group
covers children, pupils, students, housewives.

Agricultural population in the 1981 and 1991 censuses include
persons whose occupation is found in the group ,,agriculturist”
and ,fishermen and hunters” and their dependents.

Data on birth, deaths and marriages are taken from the
registration officers, on divorces from the municipal courts
in charge.

According to the legal regulations on registration, events
of births, deaths and marriages are obligatory registered
in population registers of area that took place, irrespective
of residence of persons which events are refer to.

Processed data on live births and stillbirths are shown by
place of permanent residence of mother, on deaths by the
last permanent residence of the deceased, on marriages by
the permanent residence of the bridegroom, and on divorces
by the last common residence of the husband and wife.

In statistics of births the unit of observation is new-born,
u.e. live born and still born child. Live-born child is every
child who exhibits signs of life at birth.

Live birth is the complete expulsion or extraction from
its mother of a product of conception, which, after such

separation, breaths or shows any other evidence of life such
as beating of the heart, pulsation of the umbilical cord, or
definite movements of voluntary muscles. If a product of such
a births dies, it is first registered as live-born and then as died.

As of 2001 following the recommendations of the World
Health Assembly and the International Federation of
Gynecology and Obstetrics (FIGO), a stillborn child is
considered a child born or taken out from mother’s body
who exhibits no signs of life (not breathing, not moving,
no heartbeat) where pregnancy has lasted more than
22 weeks (approximately 6 lunar months) and weight at
childbirth has been 500 gr. or more. Expulsion of a dead
fetus carried less than 22 weeks considered a miscarriage
(abortion), irrespective of whether natural or artificial.
These cases are not registered in population registers, nor
shown in the tables on stillborn.

In statistics of deaths the unit of observation is every
deceased person.

A dead person is every live-born person in which there is
a permanent disappearance of all evidence of life at any
time after live birth has taken place, without capability of
resuscitation. Stillbirths are not included here.

Dead infants are considered children who died under one
year of age.

In statistics of marriages the unit of observation is every
marriage that is recognised by law. In statistics of divorces
the unit of observation is every marriage that is dissolved
or cancelled by a valid decision of the municipal court in
charge.

Marital status Marital status is considered the legal
status of interviewed person. Married persons are only
considered the persons who are, in moment of event,
legally married according in regulations of basic law on
marriage. Divorced are considered persons who are legally
divorced.

Birth order In establishing birth order all children are
taken into account (live births and stillbirths), irrespective
of whether born in or out of wedlock.

Medical assistance at birth is the assistance by a medical
doctor or a qualified midwife. The total data of live births
with medical assistance includes the number of children
born in medical facility and those born in “in some other
place” but with medical assistance.

Place of death and establishing of death By this

If the place
of death is health institution it is considered that death is
established by a physician. If place of death is some other
place then are dead persons classified by whether of death
was established by physician or some other person.

Migration represents spatial mobility of population.

Migrant is a person which participates in the process of
spatial mobility of population.

Internal migration is relocation of persons within the
territory of Bosnia and Herzegovina, thus considering the
place of deregistration as well as new place of residence.

The municipality or district in which a citizen is placed
with the purpose of permanent living is considered as a
permanent residence. (The Official Gazette of B&H, No
32/01, article 3, point 7).

Age of migrants is presented as an age reached at the
moment of migration. Each age group includes persons
who reached the age within limits of an interval.

Procedure of making basic demographic indicators

General natality rate is the ratio between the number of
live-born children and the estimated number of inhabitants
per 1000 population.

General mortality rate is the ratio between a number of
dead and an estimated number of inhabitants per 1000
population.

General rate of natural increase is the difference between
the natality and mortality rates in a given year.

Infant mortality rate is the ratio between the number of
dead infants and the number of live-born children in a
given year per 1000 population.

Marriage rate is the relation between the number of
marriage in one year period and the estimated number of
inhabitants per 1000 population.

Divorce rate is the relation between the number of
divorces in one year period and the estimated number of
inhabitants per 1000 population.

Basic material on demographics statistics is being
prepared and processed in the Entity Statistical Institutes
and District Brcko.
