The objective of statistical survey on Household
Energy Consumption was to carry out a data on
final energy consumption in households in
Bosnia and Herzegovina. Questionnaire was
prepared in accordance with the Eurostat
recommendations, it was carried out using
questionnaire based on personal interviews in
households. A survey of energy consumption in
households was carried out on the territory of
Bosnia and Herzegovina in the period from
25.05. to 07.06. 2075 on a sample of 7,083
households. Reference period of research was
last 12 months .The questionnaire consisted of
6 topical sections with the total of 33 questions,
the survey aimed to obtain data on the following
aspects of households’ energy consumption:

o dwellings characteristics

e household characteristics

e energy use in households for heating
e energy use for cooking and hot water
e air conditioning

e household appliances

e cars in households

o energy household consumption

According to the Census of Population and
Housing in Bosnia and Herzegovina in 2013,
housing unit is defined as a construction unit
intended for habitation, consisting of one or
more rooms and other rooms (kitchen, pantry,
hallway, bathroom, toilet, etc. .) or without them,
and has its own entrance.

The total area of the housing unit is a floor area
measured inside the walls of the apartment, and
is the sum of surface room, kitchen, bathroom,
toilet, utility room, hallway other utility rooms in
the housing unit, partly including the surface
loggias (75% of the total), covered terrace (50 %
of total area), balconies and open terraces (25%
of the total).

The total area of residential units are not
included (eg. in family houses): cellars and
attics in which no residential spaces, staircases
that lead to the main entrance to the apartment,
special rooms with devices for central heating,
storage, sheds and garages.

The dwellings in the building includes standard
residential  buildings, residential  strings,
residential blocks, the complex building and
residential skyscrapers.

The average representation of flats in the
overall structure of housing units surveyed
households was 16.4%, while the average
proportion of family houses was 83.6%.The
distribution in the BiH entities are not
significantly different from the BiH average

The average heating surfaces in the FBiH is
about 30% higher than the average of heated
area in the RS.

The average size of housing units in Bosnia and
Herzegovina which are cooled during the
summer is 39.8 m?. The average size of housing
units that are cooled in entities and district, is
not significantly different than the BiH average

In predominantly own central heating of BiH
households is dominant share of wood with
54.5%. Followed by coal with 31.4%, while
natural gas represented with 9.1% of
households. Electricity is represented with 3.4%
and fuel oil and other petroleum derivatives
represented with 1.6%.

Looking at consumption of solid fuels in FBiH
and BD BiH is significant share of coal usage.
Electricity for a central heating is used in the RS,
while in FBiH is used in a very small proportion.

In  predominantly room heating of BiH
households is dominant share of wood with
88.3%. Then follow electricity and coal with a
little over 5%. The share of other energy
comodities is negligible.

Average participation of wood for room heating
in all urban area is 31.9%, and rural and semi-
urban areas 68.1%.The ratio of the share of
wood in urban/rural areas in both entities is
similar.

The fuel oil includes extra light fuel oil and
liquefied petroleum gas. Coal includes lignite,
brown coal, coal briquettes and charcoal. Wood
includes  fuelwood, wood pellets, wood
briquettes, wood chips and agricultural waste.

Wood briquettes are compact form of wood
which are obtained by physical compression of
crushed wood material in appropriate presses
(mechanical and hydraulic).

Agricultural waste is a biofuel which are
residues from agriculture: corn stalks,
sunflower stalks, straw, vegetable peelings,
nutshell, twigs and other waste generated
during maintenance, cutting and processing
plants.The amount of wood is usually calculated
inspatial meters (an area of 1 cubic meter in
which there are of wood (one spatial meter of
wood is equivalent to about 0.7 cubic meters of
wood).

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Agency for Statistics of Bosnia and
Herzegovina, in cooperation with the Federal
Office of Statistics and the Institute of Statistics
RS, conducted Survey on Energy Consumption
in households - APED 2015.

The main objective of the Survey was analysis
of energy characteristics of households, as well
as defining other characteristics such as the
characteristics of the technology and devices
used by the household.

The purpose of the survey is to improve the
statistical energy balance with data on
consumption of specific energy commoditie in
households.

Statistics survey followed the standard Manual
for statistics on energy consumption in
households, Eurostat, 2013.

The design of the sample of households for this
Survey was carried out in the framework of the
2009 Master sample. It was examined 7.083
households in total (3.554 households in FBiH,
2.369 households in the RS and 1.160
households in BD BiH).

The survey was conducted in the last week of
May and first week of June 2015. The response
rate amounted to 85%.
