NOTES ON METHODOLOGY

Sources of data

Data from the field of culture & art published in this
bulletin are results of aggregation of data from regular
statistical activities of the Agency for Statistics of B&H.

Data coverage
Data on cultural subjects as well as data on their
activities institutions refer to a calendar year.

DEFINITIONS

Museum is a non-profit, permanent institution in the
service of society, open to the public, which acquires,
conserves, researches, communicates and exhibits
the cultural and natural heritage for the purposes of
study, documenting, education and enjoyment.

Basic museum functions are: collecting, conserving,
exhibiting, researching/studying, publication and
entertaining.
Museum collection is a set of objects systematically
collected during a certain period of time and from a
specific area.
Museum activities are performed by: museums,
memorial museums, memorial areas with museum
functions, opet space museums, memorial houses with
museum functions, pinakotheques, glyptotheques,
etc.
Cummulative museum holdings fund is a set of
museum collections.
Permanent exhibitions represents public exhibiting
of museum artifacts and represents the basic form of
communication used by museums.
Museums of general purpose consist of several
thematically diverse collections related to a closer or
wider area- locality, town, entity.
Special/specialized museums collect the specific
type of holdings and can be:

a) socio-historical museums,

b) museums of nature,

¢) museums of economy and technology,

d) museums of arts.

Art galleries having museum holdings in their
possession are also classified as museums.

Library is an organized collection of printed, written or
otherwise reproduced material and other documents,
including graphic and audi-visual documents
available to the public.

LIBRARY TYPES

National libraries are libraries, collecting, processing,
storing and lending the total library holdings within
a country which, pursuant to the laaw, receive and
keep a mandatory copy of a material, regardless of its
name. A national library may perform other activities
as well, e.g. issuance of national bibliography, holding
a representative collection of foreign literature
including the literature on the home country, serving
as a bibliographic information centre, issuance of
retrospective national bibliography, developing
cooperation between libraries and improving their
work. Libraries bearing the name “national library’,
but failing to meet the above definition, should not be
considered to be part of the national library categora.
However, where a university library performs the
function of the national library, it should be classified
as national library, regardless of its name.

Academic libraries are libraries designed primarily
for students and faculty of the universities and other
post-secondary educational institutions, providing
support for scientific, research and teaching work of
the institutions. These libraries may be accessible to
members of the general public as well. There are two
types of academic libraries:

University libraries, or a group o libraries which may
be located in special premises (at different locations),
but having a common manager. The purpose of a
university library is to provide support for scientific,
research and teaching work on the university, to
obtain and to process library collection relevant for
the university as a whole, to lend the collection, to
develop the bibliographic and information services
and cooperation between academic libraries.

Libraries of faculties, academies of arts, higher
schools, institutes and departments within a
university, which are not under the management or
administration of the university library. Library fond of
those libraries are mostly related to specific scientific
area (e.g. medicine, law, economics, etc.) or group of
related areas, and is primarily designed for studets
and faculty for the purposes of curricula and research
work implementation. They may also be accessible to
members of the general public.

School libraries (secondary and primary school, pre-
school institution) are units of the education system
of a school. Their purpose is to improve all forms and
methods of education process, support professional
development of teachers and students and develop
the habit of reading and using of library services.

Special libraries are libraries within representative
and administrative bodies, scientific and research
institutions (except for the libraries of university
institutes), scientific and professional organizations or
associations, museums, galleries, archives, as well as
libraries of social organizations, companies, chambers
or other institutions and monastic libraries. Library
funds of special libraries mainly refer to a specific area
ofbranch; natural sciences, social sciences, agriculture,
medicine, techniques, law, history, etc. They meet the
needs for library material and information primarily
of the members of the institution; support them to
obtain reliable information and primary documents
in their professional and research work on a specific
subject or area.

Public libraries serve general public of a particular
area free of charge or for a minimal fee.

Library fonds is the total collection that a library
holds and offers for lending.

Processed library funds is a professionally processed
library material having gone through an overall
procedure of processing, inventory, catalogue
development, classification and storage, and made
available to the users.

PRINT HOLDINGS

Books and brochures are printed non-periodic
publications bound is one or more volumes forming
a complete collection. A book is made of 49 pages or
more, whereas a brochure is comprised of no more
than 48 pages.

Newspapers and journals are periodic (serial,
current, occasional) editions issued in successive parts
bearing numerical or chronological designations.
Periodicals are issued in an indefinite series and at
regular intervals.

Manuscripts are library material designated by a
library call number. One call number may include
from one sheet to a number of volumes.

Title is a printed document forming a whole whether
composed of one or more volumes. Duplicates are
considered to be titles.

Copy is a material unit of a printed document or
manuscript bound in soft or hard cover reardless of
whether it contains individual marked pages or not.

Annual volume includes all issues published within a
year, whether bound or not.

NON-PRINT HOLDINGS

Microform: a microcopy of a text or other visual
material in the form of a reel microfilm, microcassette,
microfiche, opaque sheet, microcard, the using
of which requires a special reading macine-a
microreader.

Film and video-recordings: a film of a certain length,
with magnetic or optical sound tracks or without
them, and video films designed for streaming over
television receivers (video-recorders).

Visual collection: posters,images, postcards, learning
images, art reproductions, technical drawings,
photographs, eye-readable two-dimensional images.

Visual projection: diafilms, slides, the using of which
requires a projector or a diafilm viewing device.

Sound recordings: gramophone records, audio-
tapes, sound cassettes, sound cartridges without
visual images.

Archive is an institution where archival holdings are
being permanently stored, professionally processed
and available for use.

General arhive is an institution/company performing
archival acrivity with respect to public archival
holdings.

Special/specialized archive is an institution /
company or an organizational unit (within an
organization) performing archival activity with
respect to archival holdings of a specific creator or
a specific branch of activity (diplomatic, military,
university, theatre, etc.).

Private archive is an institution/company performing
archival activity and founded by a legal or natural
person.

Collection: a collection of documents of different
provenance organized by subject, document types,
etc.

Archival holdings: written, drawn, printed,
photographed, filmed, sound recorded material,
whether original or reproduced, having particular
significance for the history, culture and other social
needs. Generated by the work of government entities
and organizations, socio-political organizations
and their bodies, civil legal entities and individuals,
regardless of the place and time it was generated and
the fact whether it is placed within institutuions of
protection or outside ot them.

Gallery refers to space with exhibited works of
art. The work of art is, for this purpose, defined as
visual art works. Galleries are usually used to exhibit
paintings but also sculptures, photos, ilustrations, art
installations and applied arts works.

Philharmonics or symphonic orchestras are
musical groups consisting of professional musicians
performing symphonic or concert program. In terms
of organization, they can be orchestras operating
separately or can be part of another institution.
Professional orchestras are groups of professional
musicians performing symphonic or concert programs
(musical works of art). In terms of organization, they
can be orchestras operating separately or can be part
of another institution.

Ensembles can be string, brass, jazz, rock ensembles,
etc. Jazz ensembles usually include brass instruments:
saxophones, trumpets, trombones, etc., some of the

Rock ensembles — usually
called rock bands always have guitars, keyboards
(synthesizers, etc.) and the rhythm section consisting
of bass guitar and drums.

Musical ensemble is a group of people performing
instrumental or vocal music. Different standards have
been developed in each music style in terms of size
and participants as well as to the repertoire of songs
or pieces of music these ensembles perform.

Festival is an event taking place during several days
at a single or at the several stages/locations with
many additional contents. In terms of its features, it
can be a musical festival, film festival, literary or visual
arts festival.

Professional theatres with several permanent
theatre stages (set apart, as well as a small stage)
used by a professional troupe to present theatre plays
are to fill a separate form for each of its separate
stages (scenes). If one stage is used for several types
of plays (drama, opera, ballet) such a stage should be
considered as a single theatre.

Professional children theatre is a theatre providing
regular plays for children.

Professional youth theatre is a theatre providing
regular plays for youth.

Amateur theatre is a theatre with a troupe consisting
primarily of amateur actors, and can be an individual
entity or can exist as a part of a cultural association,
cultural centre or another institution — company.

Folklore festival is a stage presentation of folklore,
accompained by additional folk arts programs,
lasting for at least three days in a row and having at
least three groups participating, from three different
countries (with the exeption of the host country)
selected by umbrella folklore associations from these
countries.

Folklore show is a joint stage performance by all
societies of acertain level (municipalities, cantons,
entities, countries, with a jury of experts evaluating
all the performances, with an organized round table -
the minutes from the expert collegiums are used by the
umbrella organization to monitor the operations of
societies and the selection of programs and societies

Cultural asset (property) may be immovable and
movable. According to their physical, artistic, cultural,
scientific and historical features, the immovable
cultural assets may be classified into following
categories:

- monuments of culture,

- spatial cultural and historical entities,

- archaelogical sites,

- landmark places.

Movable cultural assets refer to:

- works of art and historical objects,

- archival holdings,

- film materials,

-old and rare books.

NATURAL ASSETS

Protected natural assets: natural assets that were
proclaimed as protected by a relevant body defined
by law and recorded within the registry of natural
assets, refer to categories protected (strict nature
reserve and wilderness areas, national parks, natural
monuments, habitat(species management areas,
protected landscapes, protected area with sustainable
use of natural resouces), including the water surfaces
that belong to these, protected minerals and fossils,
protected sorts of plants, animals and mushrooms,
including the dead samples of endangered species,
their parts and derivatives, protected based on the
Law on the Protection of Nature, special laws and
international agreements Bosnia and Herzegovina is
a member to.

Heritage protection study within the area of
spatial and urban planning: a study presenting
an information and documentation foundations for
the development of the spatial planning documents,
containing relevant information on cultural and
historical and natural heritage and the guidelines for
its use, protection and safeguarding; a segment of a
spatial planning document representing a completed

Own programs (originals): refers to the segments
of the program consisting of own production, co-
production and purchased/procured programs.

Own production: refers to the segments of program
thatthe licence user fully produced on its own, with the
help of its own material and human resources or those
that were produced by an independent production
company by order and for account of a licence user.

Co-production: refers to the segments of program
that were produced with a partial participation of the
material and human resources of the license user.

Purchased/procured programs: refers to the
segments of the program for which the license user
has secured the rights of broadcasting.

Rebroadcasted program: refer to a program
broadcasted by one rado and TV station while
another radio and TV station is taking it fully and
simultaneously over in order to rebroadcast it.

Exchanged program: refers to part of the program
exchanged among two or more radio and TV stations.

Feature film: refers to every film that can be used as
the basic program of a single screening, i.e. it should
be at list 60 minutes long.

Short film: refers to films shorter than 60 minutes.

Cinema: refers to a room or an open space equipped
with devices for public screening of films. Cinemas
may operate as individual organizations or as
parts of companies for screening of films, cultural
and educational institutions, schools and other
institutions.
