In the school year 2018/2019, on the territory of BiH, there
were 117.764 pupils enrolled in 313 schools, which was 6.384
pupils less or 5,1 % lower in comparison with the previous
year. In the school year 2018/2019, there were 12.559
teachers included in the education process, out of which 7.737
or 61,6 % were women.

Technical schools were attended by 55,1%, while 22,8%
pupils attended grammar schools and 189% of them
attended vocational schools.

At the end of the school year 2017/2018, there were 33.017
pupils who completed secondary school, which was 1.256
pupils more or 4% higher in comparison with the end of the
school year 2016/2017. Percentage ratio of male and female
pupils who completed school was 50,4% male and 49,6%
female

SOURCE OF DATA

Agency for Statistics of BiH aggregates and publishes
data collected on the basis of statistical education
surveys implemeted by entity statistical offices and
District Brcko BiH.

DEFINITIONS

Secondary school is an institution for performing an
activity in the field of secondary education and
upbringing. A school performs educational activity by
realizing the educational plan and programme. That is
an institution where general and vocational
knowledge and skills, required for continuing
education, are being acquired. School can be
established as grammar school, secondary technical or
vocational school, religious or art school, school for
children with special needs and secondary school for
adult education.

Class is a group of pupils, who are simultaneously and
in the same classroom, taught by one or more teachers
successively, during one school year.

Grade is a level of education in which pupils, in a
certain time interval but no longer than one school
year, attain a certain extent of knowledge in
accordance with an educational plan and programme
of a certain kind of school.

Repeater (a pupil who repeats the grade) is a pupil
who enrolls to a same grade two or more times.

Pupil instructed to repeat a grade is a pupil that has
got negative marks in three or more subjects at the end
of a school year (according to regulations for that kind
of school) or a pupil that does not pass a resit at the
end of the school year.
