Institutu  za intelektualno vlasniStvo Bosne i
Hercegovine u 2018. godini podneseno je 61 patentna
prijava, od Cega su 53 prijave domacih prijavitelja i 8
prijava stranih prijavitelja.

Medunarodna  Kklasifikacija  patenata  omogucuje
identifikaciju tehnoloske baze patenata i sektor u kojem
je njegova primjena najvjerovatnija.

Prema Kklasifikacijskoj oznaci MKP-a, u 2018. godini je
najveci udio patentnih prijava bio u podrudju Strojarstvo;
Rasvjeta; Grijanje; NoruzZanje; Miniranje (23%).

U 2018. su priznata 3 patenta u nacionalnom postupku,
od Cega su svi patenti stranih prijavitelja.

Prema Klasifikacijskoj oznaci MKP-a, u 2018. godini je
najve¢i udio priznatih patenata bio u podrucju A
Svakodnevne Zivotne potrepstine (25%) i podrucju B
Proizvodni postupci; transport (75%).

U nacionalnom registru podataka, na dan 30.06.2019.
postoje 350 predmeta patenata u vazenju.

In 2018, the number of patent applications submitted to
the Institute for Intellectual Property of Bosnia and
Herzegovina amounted to 61, out of which 53 were
filed by resident and 8 by non-resident applicants.

The International Patent Classification provides the
identification of the technology base of the patent as
well as the sector in which it will probably be applied.

According to the IPC codes, the highest share of patent
applications in 2018 were recorded in section F
Mechanical engineering; lighting; heating; weapons;
blasting (23%).

In 2018, the total number of patents granted in the
national procedure amounted to 3, out of which there all
were patents of non-resident applicants.

According to the IPC codes, the highest share of granted
patents in 2017 related to section A Human necessities
(25 %) and section B Manufacturing operations;
transport, (75%).

In the national register (on the day 30.06.2019), 350
patents are in force.

METODOLOSKA OBJASNJENJA

Izvor podataka

Priopéenje je rezultat obrade podataka preuzetih od Instituta
za intelektualno vlasnistvo Bosne i Hercegovine. Podaci su
dobiveni prema definiranim tablicama i obradeni prema
zadanoj metodologiji.

Obuhvati svrha istrazivanja

Metodologija za  provodenje istrazivanja je
medunarodno prihvaceni standard koji je postavio
OECD i objavio u Priru¢niku za statistiku patenata.

Na temelju Medunarodne Kklasifikacije patenata
(MKP) moguce je Kklasificirati patentne prijave i
priznate patente u odabrana tehnicka  podrudja.
Klasifikacija je podijeljena na osam tehnickih
podrucja (oznacenih slovima A do H), podijeljenih u
potpodrucja koja se dalje dijele u razrede odnosno
podrazrede. Statistika patenata pruza informaciju o
uspjesSnosti istrazivanja, razvoja i inovacijske
aktivnosti u odabranim podrudjima tehnologije.
Broj patenata jedna je od mjera inovativne
aktivnosti zemlje, koja takoder pokazuje kapacitet
iskoriStavanja znanja i pretvaranja znanja u
potencijalne koristi.

Statistika patenata pruZa informaciju o uspjeSnosti
istrazivanja, razvoja i inovacijske aktivnosti u
odabranim podru¢jima tehnologije.

Definicije

Definicije podrudja statistike patenata osnivaju se na
medunarodnoj metodologiji -  Priru¢niku za
statistiku patenata (OECD Patent Statistics Manual,
2009. I1zdavac: Pariz, 2009.).

Patent je iskljucivo pravo priznato za izum koji nudi
novo rjeSenje nekoga tehnickog problema. Patent se
priznaje za izume koji se odnose na proizvod,
postupak ili primjenu. Patent osigurava vlasniku
isklju¢ivo pravo na izradu, koriStenje, stavljanje u
promet ili prodaju  izuma zaStiCena patentom,
tijekom ograniCenog razdoblja koje ne moze trajati
dulje od 20 godina od datuma podnoSenja prijave
patenta. Protekom tog vremena patent postaje javno
dobro, svakom dostupno na uporabu.

Patentom se ne Stiti ideja, nego konkretno rjeSenje
nekoga tehni¢kog problema. Vazni uslovi koje neki izum
mora zadovoljiti za priznanje patenta su novost u
odnosu na postojeée stanje tehnike, inventivnost i
industrijska primjenjivost.

NOTES ON METHODOLOGY

Data sources

The data are the result of the processing of data taken
over from the Institute for Intellectual Property of Bosnia
and Herzegovina. The data have been compiled
according to the defined set of tables and processed by
applying the required methodology.

Coverage and objectives of research

The methodological basis for the implementation of the
survey is the internationally acknowledged standard,
which was set up and published in the OECD Patent
Statistics Manual, 2009.

The patent statistics provide information on the success
of the survey, development and innovation activity in
selected fields of technology. The number of patents is
one of the measures of the inventive activity of a country
that, in addition, displays the capacity to exploit the
knowledge and translate it into potential economic gains.
The International Patent Classification (IPC) enables the
classification of patent applications and granted patents
into the selected fields of technology. The Classification
comprises eight fields of technology (marked with letters
A to H), broken down into subfields further divided into
classes and subclasses.

The patent statistics provide information on the successs of
the survey, development and innovation activity in selected
fields of technology.

Definitions

The definitions covering the patent statistics area are
based on the international methodology - the OECD
Patent Statistics Manual 2009, issued by OECD, Paris,
2009.

A patent is an exclusive right granted for an invention
that offers a new technical solution to a problem. It is
granted for inventions related to a product, procedure or
application. The patent provides the exclusive right to
the owner to make, use, distribute or sell the invention
protected by the patent during a limited, generally 20
years from the filing date of the application. On
expiration of this time, the patent is made a public good,
available for public use.

The patent does not protect an abstract concept but an
actual technical solution to a problem. The basic
conditions for every invention that have to be fulfilled for
granting of the patent are that it is new, that it involves
an inventive step and that it is eligible for industrial
application.

MKP Medunarodna klasifikacija patenata

Patents are territorial rights, which means that they are
valid only in the territory of a country where they were
granted. Patents are granted by an authorised body, on
the basis of the examination of the patent application
that describes the invention. The authorised body in BiH
is the Institute for Intellectual Property of Bosnia and
Herzegovina.

The patent applications are for the purpose of this First
Release counted in a year when they were submitted to
the Institute for Intellectual Property of Bosnia and
Herzegovina, while the granted applications are counted
in a year when they were granted by Institute for
Intellectual Property of Bosnia and Herzegovina.

Consensual patent is a special form of the patent
protection in Croatia. Its main characteristic is that it is
granted without a substantive examination of the
patent application, that is, on the basis of the public
consensus, if no opposition to the grant is filed.
