At the beginning of the school year 2023/2024, in the
territory of BiH, were 1 6672 active regular basic schools
(central and self-contained with satellite schools and
departments) and 47 basic schools for children with
disabilities.

In the school year 2023/2024, on the territory of BiH, there
were 256 343 pupils, which was 3 994 pupils less or 1.5%
lower in comparison with the previous year. The share of girls
in the total number of pupils was 48.6%.

In the school year 2023/2024, the number of pupils enrolled
in the first grade was 27 815 which represented a decrease by
1.6% compared to previous year.

From the total number of pupils, 54.2% were in lower grades
(from1to V grade, ISCED 1) and 45.8% were in higher grades
(from VI to 1X, ISCED 2).

In the school year 2023/2024, there were 24 343 teachers
included in the education process out of which 18 166 or
74.6 % women.

NOTES ON METHODOLOGY
SOURCE OF DATA

Agency for Statistics of BiH aggregates and publishes data
collected on the basis of statistical education surveys
implemeted by entity statistical offices and District Brcko
BiH.

DEFINITIONS

School, in education statistics, is a group of pupils
organized into one school unit with one or more teachers
who perform certain kind of teaching by certain
educational plan and programme, irrespective of a school
being central or independent school, a regional unit or a
unit within another type of school Schools are also
considered territorially separated units/regional units
within basic schools as well as classes for children with
special needs, within regular basic schools.

Class is a group of pupils, who are simultaneously and in the
same classroom, taught by one or more teachers successively,
during one school year.

Considering the grades of which classes are consisted of, they
can be non-combined and combined. Non-combined class is
a class that consists of pupils of only one grade. Combined
class is a class that consists of pupils of two or more grades.

Grade is a level of education in which pupils, in a certain time
interval but no longer than one school year, attain a certain
extent of knowledge in accordance with an educational plan
and programme of a certain kind of school.

Repeater (a pupil who repeats the grade) is a pupil who
enrolls to a same grade two or more times.

Pupil instructed to repeat a grade is a pupil that has got
negative marks in three or more subjects at the end of a
school year (according to regulations for that kind of school)
or a pupil that does not pass a resit at the end of the school
year.
