The aim of the statistical survey is to provide indicators on
reported, accused, and convicted juvenile perpetrators of
criminal offences, which are an important tool for analyzing
the structure of criminality and the decisions of criminal
Jjustice bodies.

In 2024, the Prosecutor’s Offices in Boshia and Herzegovina
resolved 323 reports (charges) related to criminal offences
committed by juveniles, which is 68 reports less than in the
previous year, or 17%. Of the total number of reports in 2024,
44% were dismissed or no preliminary proceedings were
initiated, in 31% of cases a proposal for the imposition of
sanctions was submitted, and in 25% of cases juvenile
diversion measures were imposed.

In the same period, 76 indictments were filed, representing a
decrease of 34% compared to the previous year. The total
number of convicted juveniles was 56, which is 28% less than
in the previous year.

A total of 56 criminal sanctions were imposed, while no
juvenile prison sentences were issued.

NOTES ON METHODOLOGY
Sources and methods of data collection

Agency for Statistics of Bosna and Herzegovina publishes data
on reported, accused and convicted juvenile persons in Bosnia
and Herzegovina in 2024, in accordance with the Law on
Statistics of Bosnia and Herzegovina (“Official Gazette of
Bosnia and Herzegovina”, No. 26/04 and 42/04).

Data was obtained from comparable annual surveys which
are conducted by Federal Office of Statistics of Federation of
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Institute of Statistics of Republic of
Srpska and Brcko District Branch.

Coverage and comparability

Coverage of crime as a negative social phenomenon it’s
comprehensive because its complete statistical surveys include
all juvenile criminal offenders, juveniles who committed minor
offenses and the legal and responsible persons who committed
offenses against them are conducted and statutory procedure
completed.

This statistical survey covers all reported, accused and
convicted juvenile persons in Bosnia and Herzegovina. The
data refers to a calendar year.

Definitions

Crime in terms of statistical research ranges from the filing of
a criminal offense and a misdemeanor to a final conclusion of
the proceedings by the competent authority (the State
Attorney's Office, first instance courts and other judicial
bodies).

Units are the perpetrators of crimes and offenses.

Criminal offence is an unlawful act violating or threatening
protected rights, which is, due to its dangerousness, designated
as a criminal offence in the Law, and a criminal sanction is
prescribed for it.

Juvenile perpetrator of a criminal offence is a juvenile who,
at the time of the offence perpetration, completed 14 years of
age, but still did not complete 18 years of age, and against
whom procedure on criminal charge was either terminated or
not initiated, or for whom a proposal to impose sanctions was
submitted. The procedure was legally ended by a decision
either to terminate the procedure against the juvenile to
impose security measures without imposing sanctions, or to
impose a sanction.

Younger juvenile is a juvenile who, at the time of the offence
perpetration, completed 14 years of age, but still did not
complete 16 years of age, and against whom only security
measures or educational-correctional measures may be
imposed.

Older juvenile is a juvenile who, at the time of the offence
perpetration, completed 16 years of age, but still did not
complete 18 years of age, and against whom criminal
sanctions may be imposed.

Reported person is a juvenile perpetrator of a criminal
offence for whom a report on perpetrated criminal offence was
completed, by a decision not to initiate the procedure, to
terminate the preparatory procedure or to submit a proposal
to impose sanctions.

Accused person is a juvenile perpetrator of a criminal offence
for whom a decision was made to terminate the procedure
against juvenile person, impose correctional measure, impose
a security measure with the educational measure with
corrective recommendation or imposing criminal sanctions.

Convicted person is a juvenile perpetrator of a criminal
offence, against whom a criminal sanction was imposed
(educational-correctional measure or juvenile imprisonment).
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
