Municipal waste generation

In 2024, Bosnia and Herzegovina generated 1.1 million tonnes of
municipal waste, which is 5.3% less compared to 2023.

Each resident of Bosnia and Herzegovina produced an average of
329 kg of municipal waste in 2024.

A total of 976,996 tonnes of municipal waste were collected through
public waste collection services in 2024, representing an increase of
0.73% compared to 2023.Data indicating the origin of collected
municipal waste show that the largest increase was recorded in
household waste collection, accounting for 80.9% of the total
collected waste.

Municipal waste treatment

976 thousand tonnes of waste were delivered to controlled landfill
sites, of which 99.90% was permanently disposed of as a waste
management optionThe municipal waste disposal rate was 1.04%
higherin 2023.

The current trend indicates that more efforts are needed to prevent
waste generation and to significantly increase the recycling rate in
the coming years.

NOTES ON METHODOLOGY

Data presented in this new release is based on methodology
that is applied for the municipal waste data reporting which
is submitted on an annual basis by Agency for Statistics of BiH
(BHAS) to Eurostat.

Eurostat data on municipal waste generation and treatment,
which is expressed in kilograms per capita, is based on BHAS
data regarding the total population as a mid year estimate.
Data on municipal waste is collected through statistical
surveys: Annual report on collected municipal waste (form

KOM-6aS) and Annual report on the amount of waste
landfilled (form KOM-6aD).

KOM-6aS, reporting units are business entities, which have
been granted the right to waste collection, regardless of
whether they are only waste collectors or at the same time
manage the land(fill site.

The purpose of the annual waste collection (KOM 6aS) survey
is to monitor data on the collected/received quantities of
waste and its subsequent flows.This survey represents also a
source for data on waste export and it is one of the sources for
Waste Generation data (the OTP-waste from productive and
service activities).

The following key variables are measured in the survey KOM

6as:

- Total annual amount of collected waste;

- Amount of collected (disposed, delivered) waste;

- The amount of waste according to the source;

- Quantities delivered on the territory of BiH to other
companies for further processing;

- Quantities of exported waste

The key statistics in the KOM6asS survey are data on:

- Quantity of collected waste by type of waste (European
Waste List - LoW, European Waste Classification for
Statistics - EWCSTAT classification).

KOM 6aD reporting units are the business entities that

manage the municipal landfill. Data are collected on the

amount of waste that, in the year of reporting, arrived at the

landfill, regardless of how the waste was collected.

The observed units are business entities that, within their

activity, collect waste from other economic entities for the

purpose of further processing or disposal and have an

environmental permit for processing and / or disposal of

waste.

Key variables:

- Total annual quantity and stocks of collected waste;

- Waste treatment methods for collected waste in the
reference year.

DEFINITIONS

Waste is defined by the Waste Framework Directive of the EU,
as any substance or object that the owner discards or intends
or must discard.

Municipal waste is defined as waste generated in residential
areas, and includes waste from households, as well as other
waste from production and/or service activities, if by its
nature or composition it is similar to household waste.
Municipal waste consists of waste collected by or on behalf of
municipal authorities, or directly from the private sector. The
main stream of waste originates from households, although
similar wastes from sources such as shops, offices, public
institutions, gardens and markets waste are included. It also
includes bulky waste.

Mixed municipal waste is household waste, waste from shops,
industry, institutions, construction waste, which is by
characteristics and composition similar to household waste,
and from which particular materials are not separated by
certain materials (such as paper, glass etc.) and it is in the List
of waste designated as 20 03 01.

Waste categories are defined on the basis of the European
Statistical Waste Classification (EWC-Stat), which is a
matter-oriented nomenclature and specifically created for EU
waste statistics. The 51 categories of waste contain 21
categories of hazardous waste and 30 categories of non-
hazardous waste. Data sets contain a division into 51
categories of waste according to the European Waste
Classification for statistical purposes:  EWC-Stat. The
classification is related to the administrative classification
the List of Waste: List of wastes.

Separately collected types of waste are:paper, cardboard,
glass, textile and similar

Other waste disposal procedures Disposal (D) is any
operation other than waste treatment, including where the
recovery of the substance or energy is a secondary
consequence. ” D disposal operations “means either waste
pre-treatment or stabilization (eg physico-chemical
treatment); long-term storage (disposal, underground
storage); or destruction (incineration) of waste.

Waste treatment procedures (R) is any operation the main
result of which is the use of waste for useful purposes when
the waste replaces other materials that should otherwise be
used for that purpose or waste prepared to fulfill that
purpose, in a factory or in a broader economic sense. R
treatment procedures indicate the reuse of waste; recycling
(treatment of materials for use for the same purpose as the
primary material, eg iron scrap is used for steel production);
regeneration (treatment of materials not used for the same
purpose as the primary material, eg copper scrap used for the
production of copper compounds); energy processing
(incineration).

Land(fill is intended for disposal at the surface or beneath the
land surface.
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
