According to the preliminary data, in the academic year
2025/2026, there were 72 402 students enrolled in winter
semester of the first cycle of higher education, including
integrated studies, out of which 65 753 students were
enrolled in all study years, while 6 649 were candidates for
graduation.

In 2025 there were 10 220 students who
graduated/completed studies, which was 2.7% higher in
comparison with the previous year. Out of the total number of
graduated students, 64% were female.

While 0.4% of students graduated according to the “old”
programme, 99.6% graduated/completed studies according
to the Bologna compliant programme.

Out of the total number of graduated students, 9.4%
graduated from schools of higher education and 90.6% from
universities.

In the academic year 2025/2026, total number of teachers
and assistants in higher education institutions was 10 845,
out of which 49.5% are women.

There were 6 063 teachers and assistants employed based on
employment contracts, while 4 782 of them were hired based
on other contracts. Presented by the full-time equivalent,
total number of teachers and assistants was 8 065.

In the academic year 2025/2026, there were 6 280 teachers
and assistants teaching full time. There were 4 565 teachers
and assistants teaching less than full time, or 1 785 expressed
by full-time equivalent.

Teachers and assistants who work full-time during the entire academic year correspond to the unit of full-time equivalent,
while for teachers and associates who work less than the full teaching time the equivalent must be calculated .

NOTES ON METHODOLOGY
SOURCE OF DATA

Agency for Statistics of BiH aggregates and publishes
data collected on the basis of statistical education
surveys implemeted by entity statistical offices and
District Brcko BiH.

DEFINITIONS

Data on higher education are presented according to
the Frame Law on Higher Education of Bosnia and
Herzegovina. Provisions of this Law, by the Article 65.
do not apply to religious institutions of higher
education.

According to the Frame Law on Higher education in
BiH, higher education is organized in three cycles:

a) first cycle lasts at least three and at most four years
of study and it is valued with at least 180, that is, 240
credits, in accordance with the European Credit
Transfer and Accumulation System (ECTS).

b) second cycle studies are organized upon completion
of the first cycle of studies, these last one or two years,
and they are valued with 60 or 120 ECTS credits, thus
reaching 300 ECTS credits together with the first cycle.

c) third cycle studies are organized upon completion of
the second cycle of academic studies, these last three
years, and they are valued with 180 ECTS credits.
Upon completion of the first, second or third cycle of
studies, one obtains the right to acquire certain
academic degree, that is, professional or scientific title
in certain field of study.

Higher education institutions are higher education
schools and universities.

The name higher education school refers to a higher
education institution that realises at least one study
programme from one field of study.

The name university refers to a higher education
institution that realises at least five different study
programmes from at least three fields of study and
academic levels of all three cycles.

University has organizational units such as faculties,

academies or scientific institutes.

Enrolled student is every person enrolled at higher
education institution.

Candidates for graduation are students who have
completed all the courses required for graduation and
are allowed to retain their student status (for 12
months after the end of the last year of studies) while
taking examinations and writing a diploma paper.

A graduate is a person who obtains a diploma on
completed high or higher school, faculty or art
academy.

Master of science is a person who has completed
postgraduate studies and defended the master’s thesis.

Specialist is a person who has completed
postgraduate studies and defended the specialist’s
thesis.

Doctor of science is a person who has defended
doctoral dissertation.
