In April 2026 the number of registered unemployed in BiH
amounted to 309 823, out of which there were 184 363
women.

As compared to Mart 2026, the number of registered
unemployed persons decreased by 1,4% (the number of
unemployed men decreased by 1,7%, and women by 1,2%). As
compared to April 2025, the number of registered
unemployed decreased by 3,2% (the number of unemployed
men decreased by 3,5% and women by 3,0%).

Note: It is important to emphasize that this number of registered
unemployed persons is not the same as the number of unemployed persons
obtained through the Labour Force Survey, due to methodological
differences between the data sources. For more details, see the
methodological explanations.

When observed by age groups from the total number of
registered unemployed persons, the largest number, 82 631
belongs to the age group of 50 to 59 years, followed by 64 738
in the age group of 40 to 49 years, 60 568 in the age group of
30 to 39 years, 42 848 in the 60+ age group, 31 462persons in
the age group of 25 to 29 years, while the smallest number of
unemployed persons is in the 15 to 24 age group, totaling 27
538 persons.

The largest number of unemployed men belongs to the age
group of 50 to 59 years, with 37 135 persons, followed by 24
683 men in the 40 to 49 age group, while the smallest number
of unemployed men is in the 25 to 29 age group, with 10 751
persons.

The largest number of unemployed women, 45 496, belongs to
the age group of 50 to 59 years, followed by 40 119 in the age
group of 30 to 39 years, while the smallest number of
unemployed women is in the 15 to 24 age group, totaling 14
699 persons.

Looking at the qualification structure, the largest number of
unemployed persons, 97 738 of them, are with highly skilled
and skilled qualifications, followed by unqualified persons 89
805 and persons with secondary vocational education 88 853.

Among the registered unemployed, the smallest number are
semi-skilled persons 3 952, followed by persons with higher
education 4 767.

The share of the female population in the registered
unemployed is 59,5%, i.e. 184 363.

In the female population, the largest number of unemployed
persons is with secondary education 58 879, unqualified 54
082 and with highly skilled and skilled qualification 48 435.

NOTES OF METHODOLOGY
Data source

Number of unemployed people is the result of collecting and
processing data supplied by the Labour and Employment
Agency of Bosnia and Herzegovina.

Unemployed person is a person who meets the statutory
requirements and has been reported in any of the
Employment Service.

Comparability of the survey and administrative data

The data gathered in the Labour Force Survey are not
methodologically comparable to the data gathered from
other statistical or administrative sources.

The data comparability is limited due to the following
reasons:

The source of data: administrative data are based on the
statistical research on the employed, based on the personnel
records of business subjects and records of the unemployed
registered at Employment Agencies, while the Survey data are
based on the estimated data gathered in direct interviews of
the target group within the households selected randomly.

Reportin unit: the reporting unit for the gathering of
administrative data is a legal subject, whereas the survey
reporting unit is each member of a randomly selected
household.

Observation period: administrative data relate to the last
day of a month, whereas the Survey data relate to the
activities of persons during the reference period.

Data gathering methods: the data from the administrative
sources are gathered by reports delivered by business
subjects, whereas the Survey data are gathered in a direct
interview, from persons, members of households randomly
selected in the sample.

Data gathering cycles: administrative data are gathered
monthly or semi-annually, while the Labour Force Survey in
Bosnia and Herzegovina is carried out as a continuous survey.
Each week during the year is a reference week, followed by a
survey week.

Definitions of employment and unemployment:
administrative data only encompass persons formally
employed, or persons registered as unemployed with the
employment agencies, whereas, in the Survey, each of the
categories is defined in detail, pursuant to international
rcommendations.
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
